Old Testament Reading - Ruth 1:11-19

But Naomi said, “Return home, my daughters. Why would
you come with me? Am | going to have any more sons,
who could become your husbands? Return home, my
daughters; | am too old to have another husband. Even if |
thought there was still hope for me—even if | had a
husband tonight and then gave birth to sons— would you
wait until they grew up? Would you remain unmarried for
them? No, my daughters. It is more bitter for me than for
you, because the Lord’s hand has turned against me!”

At this they wept aloud again. Then Orpah kissed her
mother-in-law goodbye, but Ruth clung to her. “Look,”
said Naomi, “your sister-in-law is going back to her people
and her gods. Go back with her.”

But Ruth replied, “Don’t urge me to leave you or to turn
back from you. Where you go | will go, and where you stay
| will stay. Your people will be my people and your God my
God. Where you die | will die, and there | will be buried.
May the Lord deal with me, be it ever so severely, if even
death separates you and me.” When Naomi realized that



Ruth was determined to go with her, she stopped urging
her.

So the two women went on until they came to Bethlehem.
When they arrived in Bethlehem, the whole town was
stirred because of them, and the women exclaimed, “Can
this be Naomi?”

Epistle Reading - 1 Corinthians 10:23-33

“I have the right to do anything,” you say—but not
everything is beneficial. “| have the right to do anything"—
but not everything is constructive. No one should seek
their own good, but the good of others. Eat anything sold
in the meat market without raising questions of
conscience, for, “The earth is the Lord’s, and everything in
it.”

If an unbeliever invites you to a meal and you want to go,
eat whatever is put before you without raising questions
of conscience. But if someone says to you, “This has been
offered in sacrifice,” then do not eat it, both for the sake of
the one who told you and for the sake of conscience. | am
referring to the other person’s conscience, not yours. For
why is my freedom being judged by another’s
conscience? If | take part in the meal with thankfulness,
why am | denounced because of something | thank God
for?

So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all
for the glory of God. Do not cause anyone to stumble,



whether Jews, Greeks or the church of God — even as | try
to please everyone in every way. For | am not seeking my
own good but the good of many, so that they may be
saved.
